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MEMBERSHIP FEES STAY THE SAME FOR THIRD YEAR RUNNING!

In these times of belt-tightening and penny pinching, a day out at Marbury Park pool is still one of the best value ways to entertain your family this summer. And, for the third year running, we’re freezing our membership fees.

But our advice is to get in early. We’ve already had people asking for application forms before memberships even go on sale and we expect demand to be high this season as people are still counting the cost of the credit crunch and are looking for ways to save money.

So be warned - we only have 400 memberships to sell and once they’re gone, they’re gone!

Membership fees for the 2011 season will again be £35 for the first adult member named on the application form, £30 for each additional adult member and £15 per child.

The additional £5 charge for the first adult member is designed to stop abuse of our free parking pass system. We are limited to issuing just 400 free parking passes for the Marbury car park and suspect that some applications have been made with a view to getting more than one pass per household.

Our advice, if you belong to a multiple car household, is to mount the parking sticker on a piece of card so that it can be transferred between different vehicles.

We have decided to freeze prices in view of the fact that the recession is still making its presence felt and we do want to offer local families a great value day out for their money.

We will still be selling day passes at the gate house. These will be £5 for adults and £3 per children but again, only members will be guaranteed entry every day of the season. We will continue to sell day passes but it helps our finances tremendously if people become fully-paid up members!

We do expect to be turning day visitors away at the gate on busy days so we do advise you to ring and check before turning up on sunny days, if you are not a member.

So pack your bathers, towel and picnic and join us poolside for one of the cheapest days out in Cheshire!

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Fancy A Pool Party?

If you are looking for a venue for a birthday or other family celebration, why not consider hiring Marbury Pool.

Over the last season, interest in hiring the pool increased and so now, we have put together an official price list for groups and parties.

Birthday Parties

If you are looking to arrange a birthday party, then we can arrange for you to have non-exclusive use of the pool during the day-time with an area of the pool grounds sectioned off for the birthday bash. Parties can be booked for children under the age of ten only and there must be a sufficient number of adults in attendance to supervise the children.

Cost: £25 booking fee and £2 per person for non members.

Evening Events

We can arrange for you to have exclusive use of the pool after the official closing time. We will provide an attendant and can open the tuck shop during the event. A BBQ and tents can be provided.

Cost: £25 booking fee for up to 25 people, £35 booking fee for up to 50 people plus £3 per person for non members and £1 for members. For larger parties, please contact the club secretary for costs.

Corporate./Business Events

We will arrange for you to have exclusive use of the pool plus two attendants for up to 50 people and 3 for 100. The tuck shop can be opened during the events and a BBQ and tents can be provided.

Cost: Price on application to the club secretary.

Youth Groups (Scouts, School Groups Etc)

We can arrange non-exclusive use of the pool during the day and exclusive use after closing time. In the daytime, restrictions on numbers could apply depending on forecasted pool use. There must be a sufficient number of adults in attendance to supervise the children.

Cost: £20 booking fee and £1 for non members.

*All booking fees are non-refundable.

Additional Equipment

We can provide BBQ units for use by parties and two different sizes of tent. For evening events, additional lighting can be hired in.


Work In Progress!

Once again, we’re using the closed season to continue our improvements at the pool and we hope you like what you see when you return.

The shrubs which have been planted over successive ‘Plant a Bush’ days are now really starting to come into their own. The couple of apple trees we planted a couple of summer are thriving too.

After clearing the area around the children’s’ paddling pool last year, the ground has now properly settled and the grass coming in better this year, making this a lovely spot for families with little ones.

Over the winter, we have kept the grounds in trim and have done maintenance work in and around the gate-house, changing rooms and the pump house. The cold weather caused one or two small leaks, but nothing like the problems of last winter, when we had 12 leaks in the ladies’ loos alone. 

We’ve also given some thought over the close season to improving the service we offer through our little shop. We plan to have all the old favourites back on sale – especially the ice-pops for the children.

We will also be increasing the range of drinks on offer – especially the coffees. We won’t ever be in the same league as Starbucks, but we will be offering good quality cappuccino and hot chocolate and will be introducing bigger and better cups to serve it in.

Some of the prices will increase as a result, but as we’ve frozen the membership fees, we’re hoping you won’t mind paying a few pence extra for the drinks and sweets.

As a result of feedback we got at our AGM, we’ve now introduced a couple of lockers in the changing rooms for those of you who want to keep your valuables safe and sound while you swim. Keys will be available from the attendants at the gate house.

As always, we want your feedback on how we are running the pool. You can talk to committee members at the pool – there’s usually one of us about - or leave a note for us with the pool attendants.
